The Challenge

Construction of water crossings
that are both reliable and eco-
nomical is perhaps the greatest
challenge facing the Municipal
Road Manager in Ontario today.

Any proposed solution must
address issues such as shrinking
infrastructure budgets, environ-
mental concerns, and user safety.

In response to this challenge,
Armtec recently constructed a
600 square metre culvert
manufacturing plant in Sudbury to
assist road managers in dealing
with their water crossing and
drainage requirements.

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The Project

The Township of Chisholm is
located 30 km south of North Bay,
Ontario, and is typical of many
municipalities in Northern Ontario
that have decaying bridge struc-
tures and limited budgets with
which to repair or replace them.

Such a replacement was recently
required on an existing single lane
wooden bridge that was
constructed over 50 years ago.
Three primary requirements of the
new crossing were economy,
maintaining the original waterway
opening, and increasing the width
of the road to allow for two lanes
of traffic.

An additional requirement of the
project was to have the Municipal
Public Works employees do as
much of the work as possible.

The Solution

To meet flow requirements the
Municipality selected a pair of 3.5
metre diametre Hel-Cor® pipes
manufactured with a 125 mm x
25 mm corrugation profile.

The pipe was manufactured in
Sudbury where bevel ends were
prepared prior to shipment to the
jobsite. The bevel ends improve
hydraulics in addition to improving
the aesthetics and the safety of the
crossing.

The total end area of 20.4 square
metres provided by the twin
structures satisfied the requirements
of the Department of Fisheries and
the local Conservation Authority.

As a result of the successful project
partnership between Armtec and the
Township of Chisholm, the road was
closed for only eight days during
construction. As you can imagine,
this surpassed the expectations of the
local road users.
